+  Always remove the battery from the machine before carrying out any
maintenance or if storing unused for a long period of time.

GETTING STARTED

CHARGING THE BATTERY

THIS MACHINE IS ONLY TO BE USED WITH HOOVER ONEPWR BATTERIES AND CHARGER.
PLEASE READ THE BATTERY AND CHARGER USER GUIDES BEFORE USE.

NOTE: Before first use, ensure the battery is fully charged. Failure to fully charge the battery hefore first use
may result in poor battery performance. The life expectancy of the battery will vary depending on the usage of the

machine.
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Plug in the charger. Attach the battery
pack to the charger by aligning the ribs
on the battery pack to the grooves in
the charger.

ASSEMBLING THE VACUUM
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Push the handle into the main body
until it clicks into place.

The charger light will flash white to
show when the battery is charging. The
light on the charger will stop flashing
and go off when the battery is fully
charged.

Once fully charged, slide the battery off
the charger to remove.
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To check the battery charge
level press the battery symbol.

NOTE: The handle contains electrical connections. To ensure that the handle
has been correctly installed, please ensure a “click” sound is audible during
the installation of the handle.

EMPTYING THE DIRT CONTAINER

WARNING: To reduce the risk of personal injury, always turn power switch off and remove battery before cleaning

IMPORTANT: Avoid using solvents when cleaning plastic parts. Most plastics are susceptible to damage from
various types of commercial solvents and may be damaged by their use. Use a clean cloth to remove dirt, dust, oil,

grease, etc.

Press down the dirt container release
button and pull the container to remove.

Hold the dirt container over a hin and
press the dirt release button to allow
dirt and debris to fall out. To close, push
the dirt release door until it clicks into
place.

NOTE: For best cleaning results, empty the dirt container after each use.

To re-fit, tilt the dirt container and
line the front of the container up onto
machine. Push back until it clicks into
place.



CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

CLEANING THE FILTER AND SEPARATOR
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Press down the dirt container release
button and pull the container to remove.

Press the button on the lid of the dirt
container and lift the lid to access
the filter. Pull the tab on the filter to
remove.

Tap the filter and separator against a hin
to remove dirt and debris.

Wipe over the separator metal shroud
with a dry cloth.

Wash the filter under running water

(40°C max). Leave for at least 24hrs or

until fully dry before replacing.

Lift the separator from the dirt
container.

IMPORTANT: The filter should be tapped over a hin every 4-6 uses, to remove dirt and debris, and replaced every
6-9 months, depending upon use. The filter should be washed every 3 months, or when required. Allow the filter to

completely dry before reinstalling.

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Turn the tah on the brushbar cover
anticlockwise to release the brushbar.

To remove any threads or hair, slide the
blade of a pair of scissors into the groove

on the brushbar and cut along the groove.

Clear any dirt/debris from the end caps
and inside the housing of the floorhead.
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Refit the brushbar into the floorhead.

Align the arrow on the brushbar cover to the
unlock symbol. Push firmly and twist the
tah clockwise so the arrow is pointing to the
lock symhol.
